Transportation within Chicago, IL
Public transportation in Chicago consists of buses and a train system. You can learn more about public transportation generally at http://www.transitchicago.com/. You can read about Metro accessibility features at http://www.transitchicago.com/accessibility/. Every train station in the Chicago Transit authority system is accessible to people with disabilities under ADA requirements. If you are a smartphone, you should know that there are a multitude of free “apps” on transportation in Chicago available.

The Water Tower Campus is conveniently located three blocks west of the Magnificent Mile and shopping along Michigan Avenue.

AIRPORTS:
Chicago has two airports: Chicago O'Hare and Midway.  You can get to the School of Law by cab, driving yourself or taking public transportation. 

PUBLIC TRANSPORTATION:
Loyola Law School is accessible by public transportation.  The Chicago Transit Authority (CTA) provides a website which will give you door to door directions.

DRIVING DIRECTIONS:

The School of Law's campus is easily reached if you wish to drive. You may use the directions below.  You can also use sites like Google Maps or MapQuest to get directions.
From the Airports:
From I-90, O'Hare Airport, and the Northwest: Take I-90 East into I-90/94 East and exit at Ohio Street. Go east on Ohio to State Street. Turn left (north) onto State Street and continue to Pearson Street. Turn right onto Pearson to enter campus.

From I-80, I-55, Midway Airport, and the Southwest: From I-80 East, take I-55 North. If coming from Midway Airport exit and turn left (north) on Cicero Avenue to I-55 North. Take I-55 North (Stevenson Expressway) to I-90/94 North and exit at Ohio Street. Go east on Ohio to State Street. Turn left (north) onto State Street and continue to Chicago Avenue.

From the Suburbs

From North Shore Suburbs: Take Lake Shore Drive south to Michigan Avenue. Follow Michigan Avenue to Chicago Avenue, turn right (west) on Chicago Avenue, then right on Rush Street. Loyola's campus is centered at the next block, Rush and Pearson.

From I-94 and the North: Take I-94 East into I-90/94 East and exit at Ohio Street. Go east on Ohio to State Street. Turn left (north) onto State Street and continue to Chicago Avenue. Turn right (east) on Chicago Avenue, then left on Rush Street. Loyola's campus is centered at the next block, Rush and Pearson.

From I-88/I-290 and the West: Take I-88 East (East-West Tollway) into I-290 East (Eisenhower Expressway). Continue until I-290 ends at Congress Boulevard. Take Congress past Michigan Avenue for one stoplight. Turn left into the semicircle which will lead into Michigan Avenue going north. Follow Michigan Avenue to Chicago Avenue.  From I-94 and the South and Southeast: Take Lake Shore Drive north to Monroe Street and turn left. Follow Monroe Street to Michigan Avenue. Turn right onto Michigan Avenue to Chicago Avenue. Or, take I-94 North into I-90/94 North (Dan Ryan Expressway) and exit at Ohio Street. Go east on Ohio to State Street. Turn left (north) onto State Street and continue to Pearson Street. Turn right onto Pearson Street to enter campus
The Chicago, IL Department of Business Affairs and Consumer Protection provides information on wheelchair-accessible yellow cab companies. You can read more about these accessible cabs, and find phone numbers for these companies at http://www.cityofchicago.org/content/dam/city/depts/bacp/publicvehicleinfo/medallionowners/wheelchairaccessiblevehicles01012013.pdf. In addition to the standard cabs you can find other standard yellow cab options at http://www.yelp.com/search?find_desc=cab+companies&find_loc=Chicago%2C+IL, for instance. As a point of interest, a new company, Uber, is a black car service that allows you to call its cabs via text message. See https://www.uber.com/. However, this company does not have wheelchair-accessible vehicles.  
Navigating the Conference Space

The Conference is going to be held in Kasbeer Hall in the Corboy Law Center. Registration will be right outside the doors of Kasbeer Hall. All addresses and panels will take place in Kasbeer Hall, and meals will be available there as well, so there is no need to worry about moving from room to room. 

The main entrance to the law school is in the Corboy Law Center, located at 25 E. Pearson Street. More detailed directions for accessible navigation to Kasbeer Hall is forthcoming.
